1. Open Position: Associate professor (five-year fixed-term contract) 
Any promotion or reappointment will be decided upon review at completion of the 
term.  Based on the results of an internal review by Kanazawa University 
concerning educational and research achievements, the promotion to tenured 
professorship or the reappointment as tenured associate professors is possible.      

   Standards for tenure will be based on: (1) both educational and research 
achievements in the candidate’s academic fields are recognized as excellent; (2) 
the candidate has obtained sufficient competitive research funding and conducted 
appropriate and responsible research activities; (3) contributions to the university 
and society are recognized as sufficient.

2) Teacher’s license on physical education at junior high schools or senior high 
schools 

3) Specialty on sports psychology and ability to promote experimental research with 
physiological psychology or psychophysiology 

4) Teaching ability on various sports exercise of ball games, outdoor sports etc. 

5) Extensive educational experiences and proven abilities in the liberal arts 
curriculum.

8)  Two reference persons’ contact details, including their names, affiliations, 
official positions, contact addresses, phone numbers, and e-mail addresses
